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Message from the President

Mike Mahoney demonstrated for the club at Craft Supplies on 
January 5th.  He turned his signature nested bowl set using a large 
piece of Madrone.  Read more about it inside.  Thanks Mike for 
your support of the club and thank you to Craft Supplies for 
hosting us.

Steve Howe will demonstrate.  Then off to Timberline Tools and 
Woodworking Supply on March 2nd. We will have a training 
meeting on March 18th at MacBeath Hardwood then over to M&M 
Machinery for the April 6th meeting. 
  
The Golden Spike Woodturners have designed and produced a 
limited number of laser assisted deep hollowing rigs for 
purchase.

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Mike Mahoney demos for us 
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Mike Mahoney—Nested Bowls 
  Mike’s blank for tonight is a 12” Madrone Burl.  He prepared the blank by using a pressure washer to clean the bark and then using 
black dye on the natural edge.  Mike uses a two prong spur drive center.  Madrone is very heavy, wet, and seriously unstable.  He 
uses a cup center on the tailstock.  This Madrone Burl is an unusual wood for Mike, as he usually only turns native Utah County 
woods, like Mormon poplar, silver maple, box elder, etc. 

  Mike roughed the blank with 5/8” bowl gouge, starting from the tailstock end.  After taking a couple of cuts and getting past half 
way, he added some speed and continued roughing.  He then stopped the lathe and moved the tail center to give him more of what he 
wanted from the piece.  After a couple cuts, he stopped again to check for balance and this time he was satisfied.  He then put on a 
tenon. After turning the piece around in the chuck, he went to a 3/8” spindle gouge for a final one pass cut on the outside.  He fin-
ished with a shear scrape on the whole outside because it must be finished now. 

  You do these nested sets backwards, from largest to smallest so he never “looses the largest piece.”  Mike removed the “inner por-
tion” of the smallest bowl, with a bowl gouge.  Mike showed the whole series of curved blades for the McNaughton center saver and 
went through the use of the tools, showing proper sharpening technique on the outer leaving a burr, make sure that the cutter in cut-
ting at dead center.  Mike made a cut using the largest cutter down an inch or so.  He then moved the tool rest towards the lathe cen-
ter to relieve pressure on the side of cutting tool to avoid heat that could crack the piece.  He advances the tool by pushing it straight 
through the pins into the work.  Mike wobbles the tools a bit.  When he reached about 2/3 of the depth, he stopped, cleared the chips 
and moved the banjo slightly again.  Mike then made cuts on the inside of the large bowl, using a 3/8” bowl gouge.  Somewhere 
between half way to two thirds of the way down, he switched to a larger gouge with a fresh edge.  To finish he moved to a gouge 
with a traditional grind.  Mike made sure that the wall thickness was very consistent. 

  Mike moved on to the next bowl, mounting a scrap to be a friction drive to allow him to make the next tenon.  He brought up the 
tail stock.  Mike made new tenon, preserving as much of his wood as possible.  He likes long chuck jaws to allow a deeper bite and 
reminded us that the larger the diameter of the tenon the better and also to make sure that you have a nice flat face for the face of the 
chuck to rest against.  After turning the piece around and gripping the tenon in the chuck , Mike brought up the tailstock for safety 
and made the finish cut on the outside.  He used a shear scrape for the final finish moving the shear scrape gouge back and forth un-
til he was happy with the surface. 

  He then went back to the Kelton System using the medium blade for the next bowl.  He again advances very slowly since it is a 
very interrupted cut.  He cut in about two-thirds of the way before he stopped, backed out and made the cut for the next bowl. 

  He moved to a thinner blade to make the next cut.  Mike then made all the cuts.  Mike was asked how you know how deep to go.  
He said he draws the curve of the kerf in his mind’s eye to make the cut.  The more you do the easier it is to “see” the cuts. 

  Mike removes the smallest bowl, then next bigger, and next bigger, etc. Once they are all out of the second bowl and finishes that 
one, bagging all the rest until he can get back to them to finish.
