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Joe Wagner — Christmas Ornaments

Our meeting was at Timberline this month. Joe VWagmyreed to demo for us again. This makes hi§i@th Dave Best says he is
putting together a DVD set of all of Joe’s demd$at should be a “Best Buy” for all of us.

Joe introduced another Christmas ornament witts lielthe middle. A great project. He handeddratvings of his design to help
us remember the parts. First, he took a prepamewkithat was 2 X 2 X 6 ¥2" made up of 5 pieces obavoThere are two ¥4” stripes
and three larger pieces of contrasting wood colbine first three and the last two are glued togethith Titebond Il. These two
sections are then stuck together with two sided sapthey can be separated later. Don'’t use th fientered tape.

Place the block between centers and turn round.a@enon on both ends for later hollowing. Nowvarknthe center of the “ball”
portion and the outside edges of this ball. Roouithe ball portion. Joe used a small Spindletbta®r this. Joe next introduged
a flat disk with 72 holes around the edge and &y sibp holder with magnets for indexing. He deddthe center of the ball into 6
segments. These were then center punched, reattiji ta 7/16™ hole. He used a V plate on thellqsress to hold the wood, then
drilled the holes only about 3/16” deep. Do ndli deeper as it will make the hollowing very dfilt.

Joe then pulled the two sections apart. You negulil straight out so as not to damage the edfjgsedall joint. He then chucked
the “bottom” piece in his 4 jaw chuck and hollowadt the bottom of the ball portion. Make sure aotow into the lower colored
wood. Sand the inside of the bottom at this poiét this aside and chuck the top portion of ieega Slowly hollow out the top
of the ball, making sure you get and even, thin @at¢kness. This was done with a bull nose sarapérst, then finished off with
an articulated ring cutter for a smooth inside dibw finish sand the inside of the top of the ballheck to make sure the edge of
the ball is flat for a good glue joint.

NOW is the time to insert two or three 13mm sillzetls inside the top of the ball. Bring up thd sock, apply Titebond Il to the
edge and press the two pieces back together wédspre from the tail stock. Don’t over do the pues. Also, don’t use too much
glue. You don’t want to glue the bells to the sidehe ball. You should be able to go back tmitug in a few minutes as Titeband
Il sets quite quickly. Check the shape of the ball refine if needed. Take down the finial atepering to the final point. Wark
the end of the finial first, leaving the bulk oktfinial wood to stabilize the piece.

Joe then introduced a nylon cone center he cuemthyghold the end of the finial. Again, don't psetoo hard or the wood will flex
or break. Now turn down the balance of the finidbe suggests that you turn it down until it logkst right then take off a little
more. He finds this gives a more pleasing shapéhf® finished piece. Now move to the “top” of themament and work on |it.
Make sure that the top piece is the same diamettreabottom finial where it meets the ball. Malkee that the transition from the
top and the finial to the ball is sharp and cri§and the entire piece with several grits to getady for Joe’s favorite finish, DERT.
Carefully cut the piece from the lathe and hanifirthe top. Make sure and coat the top with nEEET. Add a small gold eyelet
for hanging and you are done! Just make sure y@uat talking too much when making the final fhirgy cuts as you may have a
surprise as Joe did.
