Message from the President

several different projects and shared a great deal of information.  We will 
be having a challenge coming up that will include those things we 
saw.  On September 1st Bob Carter demonstrated his wedding 
goblet.  This goblet includes two captive rings and has a story related to it 
that Bob tells like this “In old time Sweden, it was common when a 
couple became engaged for the fellow to carve two wooden spoons, 
connected by a wooden chain. He would then give this to his intended as 
an engagement present. When they were married, traditionally they were 
given a goblet with two loose rings symbolizing their joining together in 
marriage.”  Of course Bob did a great job and there is more 
inside.  Thanks Bob! 
  
We followed up with our quarterly training held on September 17th 
where John Kartchner spent some time on box lids and 
Joe Wagner showed beads and coves on a spindle.  October looks to be 
another great month starting off with Joe demonstrating on October 6th at 
Timberline Tools in Orem.  Hope to see you there.

Jackofsky.  We will meet at Timberline Tools beginning at 9am.  Please 
contact me or Jay and let us know if you will be coming so we can ensure 
there is sufficient food and beverages.

Not only are the 
challenges a great way to practice what we learn in the demonstrations 
and hone our skills, they are a great way for me to see how you are doing 
on your turning as I am ever looking for new people to demonstrate. ;-

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Bob Carter demos Wedding Goblets 
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Bob Carter  —  Wedding Goblets 

Bob stated that he had turned this same project for the June, 2006 meeting.  Tonight he is using a piece of 3x3x7 sheeoak.  Bob says 
you can make the goblet stem as long as you like. Tonight he is using a standard 4-prong drive.  Bob likes to cut an “x” in the drive 
end of the price with the band saw.  Bob told of his preference to turn at as high a speed as he dares. He advances the speed until it 
scares him, then he backs off a little.  He knocked the corners off with straight cuts using a roughing gouge and then used a back and 
forth motion to make it smooth.  Bob always says this is the perfect time to practice technique.  Next he puts in a dovetail tenon to fit 
the chuck.  Bob used his skew to do this.  When he mounts the piece, he also makes sure to mark where the tenon is in the jaws so 
that should he need to put it back, he can.  He faced off the front with his spindle gouge and then drilled a center hole in with his 
gouge.  He worked down the depth with a bowl gouge until he was happy with the depth.  Bob then put a fresh edge on his round 
nose scraper.  He took whisper fine cuts beginning in the center.  He continued using his scraper like this with the tool rest high until 
he was happy with the surface.  He then made the final cuts on the rim. 

He then sanded and finished the inside of the goblet.  When sanding Bob recommends that you reduce the speed of the lathe down to 
half of what it was to turn.  When you sand start with a grit and go up no more than 150% or you can’t get the scratches out made by 
the previous grit.  Bob started at 150 and went through to 400.  He finishes with a chestnut friction polish.  He uses a 3” shotgun pad 
purchased at a sportsman store to apply polish. 

Bob then measured the depth of the finished bowl and made a parting cut to “set” the bottom of outside of the bowl.  He then cut the 
outside profile, betting the wall thickness even using his double ended caliper. 

Bob then sands and finishes the rest of the goblet.  He then put the tailstock back up and put a racquet ball in the goblet and brought 
up the cup center of the rotary tail center.  He then began to work down the stem area and cut away waste wood, using his ½’ bowl 
gouge.  He then switched to his 3/8” spindle gouge to refine the bottom of the goblet bowl and the stem.  Bob uses a shop made 
point tool to create a detail cut below the cup to create a nice transition to the stem. 

Bob then formed the basic diameter of the rings and parted down between them.  He basically had two disc shaped protrusions out 
from the stem.  He then used a ring tool like a beading tool to form the outside radius of the ring.  A second ring tool was used to cut 
the back side.  He cuts through the back 40% front each side and then sanded and finished the rings.  Same for second ring.  He then 
glued a piece of 180 grit sandpaper to the stem to sand the inside of the ring.  When that is done, remove sandpaper, clean up stem 
with parting tool, sand stem.  Bob then used satin deft to finish inside of rings and stem,  both tapes up the rings and cuts the base, 
sands, finishes with friction polish and parts off making sure to under cut base so it will sit well.  He cuts the final bit with a saw and 
uses a shop made sanding disk to remove stub and applies finish.

Journal will have slightly fewer pages than previous quarterly issues to maximze printing efficiencies. And the Board is shooting for a 
28% content increase.  

o Health insurance for AAW members has been a very desirable benefit. AAW is able to offer most of our U.S. resident members and 
their family's medical insurance policies at very competitive rates. Further information to request a quote is on the website. 
o We continue to work to increase and improve benefits for our members. Additional member benefits are being pursued and will be 
announced on the website and in the journal as soon as they are available.  
Youth Programs  

o Working with the Hunt County Woodturners in Texas, we have applied to the National Boy Scout office to reinstate their Woodturning 
Merit Badge. This merit badge was available from 1930-1952, but for reasons lost in time, was discontinued. I would like to thank the 
Hunt County Woodturners for their help. I will continue to keep you updated on our progress. There is a huge bureaucracy to struggle 
with and they almost proudly inform you that the process can take 3 or 4 years, with no guarantee of success. Plus, the costs to create a 
new Scout Merit Badge is around $75,000.00. What's more, they usually do not simply add a badge they drop one to add another, making 
the process even more complicated. Despite all the negatives, there are over 2.9 MILLION Scouts and another 1.1 MILLION adult lead-
ers/counselors and we will continue to pursue the woodturning badge. 
o I would also like to get a Girl Scout Badge for Woodturning. If anyone has any knowledge about the procedure, I would be grateful if 
you would give me a call or send an e-mail with whatever information you have to assist in the process. There are 3.7 million Girl Scouts 
and adult leaders. 
o Annouced in the Summer 2007 issue of Journal, the AAW Young Turners Program is now available on the website. This web-based 
plan allows chapters to access and print required materials as needed. Detailed project outlines and documents are available in PDF for-
mat for download and printing. Chapters should be familiar with each project, using the outlines provided as guidelines and teaching 
aids. The basic program has two phases. Phase One involves simple spindle projects - either two tops or a honey dipper. At the end of 
this session, the young turners will receive their Woodturning Student Certificate. Phase Two is designed to increase skill with more 
complex projects. To complete this phase, the young turners are required to turn four projects from a larger list. At the completion of 
Phase Two, the young turner receives their Woodturning Journeyman Certificate along with a complimentary one year AAW member-
ship. The direct Website link. It has been very fulfilling for so many of our AAW woodturners to work on youth-oriented projects and 
help to inspire a new generation of woodturners. It's a win-win situation working with the younger generation helps keep us young! Read 
the Winter 2006 issue of American Woodturner for excellent examples of chapter youth programs.

AAW Gallery of Wood Art  Our attendance and sales continue to grow in the AAW Gallery of Wood Art here in St. Paul. We are re-
ceiving an excellent response to our exhibits and are getting more visitors who are making the Gallery a repeat destination during their 
time in St. Paul. It's always great to see AAW members stop by. This kind of increased activity at the Gallery helps generate public 
awareness of and interest in the art of woodturning.  
Maple Medley: An Acer Showcase I encourage members to take part in the AAW Exhibit planned for the Hartford Symposium - Maple 
Medley: An Acer Showcase. Please note that the application information published in the Fall issue of the Journal on page 17 is incorrect. 
The correct application procedure can be found on the AAW website at this link. The deadline for on line applications is February 8, 
2010. The Exhibit will open at the symposium and then travel to St. Paul for our fall show. There are more than 20 species of maple, 
including Box Elder. We encourage you to use your imagination to introduce humor into your turnings. We are also looking for other 
venues for the exhibit. If you can suggest a venue in your area, please let me know.  
2010 Demonstrators As Tom Wirsing said in his August message, we have a wonderful slate of demonstrators and panelists for the 
2010 Symposium. The call for demonstrators is on the AAW Website. If you are interested in doing two to four demonstrations, the ap-
plication deadline is October 15, 2009. You will find the demonstrators application on our website.  
25th Anniversary Symposium We have already begun the early planning for our 25th Anniversary Symposium on June 24-26, 2011 in 
St. Paul, Minnesota - just one block from the AAW national offices! The plans include a woodturning cruise on the Mississippi River 
and a Local Chapter exhibit with a piece representing each of our Local Chapters. Look for more details on the Website as they develop - 
www.woodturner.org/sym/.  
Thanks to all our members for your support. It is very gratifying to have so many dedicated turners be part of our organization. I look 
forward to working with you to maximize the benefits of being a member of AAW. I truly welcome your suggestions about how we can 
improve our organization.
